The 477 Act allows Federally-recognized Tribes to combine employment and training-related Federal funds from various agencies into a single 477 Plan approved by the Secretary of the Department of the Interior with a single budget and a single reporting system. Recent efforts by Federal agencies allocating these funds seek to change how these funds are transferred through Indian Self-Determination and Education Assistance Act (ISDEAA) agreements.  Instead they propose transferring funds through a grant process. Discussions will address the need for formal consultation with Tribes prior to any unilateral changes and policy clarifications.
