1. Regional Referral Specialty Care Centers

· Pilot Study Completed October 15, 2009.  Results provided to HQ on November 4, 2009.  
· This study determined that regional referral specialty care are a viable health service delivery option that was demonstrated using a market erosion methodology that factored  participating Tribe’s user populations, driving distances, competition for existing providers, and economic payer considerations.  
· Duplication in PIMC user population across IHS Areas demonstrates the current example of how PIMC is used as a regional referral center.  
· Health reform changes further justify the examination of regional referral centers as an innovative approach to health care delivery that will improve access and quality of health care for Indians in the Portland Area. 
· Need Dr. Roubideaux to convey her support to Congressional committees so that Portland can pursue appropriations outside of IHS budget.  
· Request Dr. Roubideaux provide $3.4 million over Fiscal Years 2010 and 2011, to fund planning, site surveys and selection, architectural and engineering design, and to assist in developing a governing structure for the facility

2. CHS Issues 

· Discuss Portland Area concerns about CHS dependency and upcoming workgroup and consultation meetings. 
· Concerns about group dynamics in CHS dependent Areas being in minority and never being able to reach consensus and always getting out voted.
· Use of third party resources in CHS formula especially given the significant changes that will come under health reform
· Philosophic issue of having CHS formula include equity components when there is the IHCIF?  Why have two.
