Block groups also will be used to tabulate and publish estimates from the American Community Survey (ACS) 1 after 2010. Each block group comprises a reasonably compact and contiguous cluster of census blocks; up to nine block groups can be contained within a single census tract.

Most provisions of the block group criteria for the 2010 Census remain unchanged from those used in conjunction with Census 2000.  However, based on consultation with data users and internal review, the Bureau of the Census (Census Bureau) is proposing the changes for the 2010 Census.  In addition to the proposed criteria, this notice includes a description of the changes from the criteria used for Census 2000 and a list of definitions of key terms used in the criteria.  The Census Bureau is publishing this notice in the Federal Register to request comments from the public and other government agencies.
