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The Department of the Interior Tribal Self-Governance Act of 2011 (Title IV), H.R. 2444, was introduced on Thursday, July 7, 2011, with bi-partisan support, by the following Members of Congress:

The Indian Self-Determination and Education Assistance Act (ISDEAA) was enacted in 1975 to accomplish three primary goals: (1) to place the federal government's Indian programs firmly in the hands of the local Indian people being served; (2) to enhance and empower local Tribal governments and their governmental institutions; and (3) to correspondingly reduce the federal bureaucracy. 

 In 1994, Congress amended the ISDEAA and passed the Tribal Self-Governance Act, Title IV, which further reduced federal micromanagement and allowed Tribes to set their own priorities and determine how program funds should best be allocated for their citizens.  In 2000, Title V to the Act established the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) version of Self-Governance.

When Title V was enacted, it was apparent that implementation of Tribal Self-Governance was more streamlined and worked much better than Title IV.  Having learned from the experiences in implementing Title IV Self-Governance agreements, Title V addressed many of the unforeseen problems with the Title IV legislation.  H.R. 2444 will bring Title IV into line with Title V and alleviate the need for Tribes to operate under two different sets of requirements, one for DOI Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) and one for the HHS Indian Health Service (IHS).
